The starting line shall be between the main mast of the Committee Boat and the starting Mark.

8.3 
An Inner Limit Buoy may be moored approximately on the Starting line and if so, no boat shall pass  between the Inner Limit Buoy and the Committee Boat after her Warning Signal
8        The Finish

The finish will be between the main mast of the Committee boat and will display a blue flag when on station or an official boat at any other mark on the race course if the race is shortened.


After the 1st boat has finished, the Race Officer may offer a finishing position to a boat still racing & in

last place. The position offered will be the number of boats ahead of it, both finished and still racing,

plus 1. A boat is not obliged to accept such offer unless it is the last boat racing. The Race officer is not

obliged to make such an offer.
A boat that accepts the place offered will immediately cease to race & the race officer may repeat the

process with the next preceding boat. The offer may be made via Rescue/Support boat personnel. This

amends the definition of the word Finish.

Time Limit

The time limit for the leading boat will be 3 hours. Boats failing to finish 30 minutes after the first boat sails the course and finishes will be scored Did Not Finish or the OOD can offer a place to the last boat and if they take it the OOD can go to the next boat and offer there place and so on. This way every boat gets a finish.

  14.3     All competitors are required to wear adequate personal buoyancy while racing, wet suits are not                             
            considered to be adequate buoyancy aids.
